Transfer from the Lübeck airport to Hamburg: 
For passengers from Ryanair (but also for all other passengers) there will 
drive an airport bus from Hamburg to the airport Lübeck Blankensee and 
back. The bus will wait for flights which come too late to the airport so you 
don´t have to wait a long time. It will drive 1:15 h and cost 10,00 EUR for 
one way. You can´t reservate! Departure from Hamburg (Central bus station 
called ZOB) and from Lübeck will be in front of the terminals! http://www.

You can also travel with the "TRAVELiner" (the company is called Autokraft): Lübeck - Bad 
Oldesloe - Hamburg Airport (driving 9 times each day in both directions). Departures in fromt of 
the terminall 1 and 3/4 - for more informations please call: +49 (451) 8 88 10 77Tr
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From Hamburg airport to Hamburg station by S1:
Journey time: it takes just 25 minutes to get from the airport to the central station (Hauptbahnhof) in 
the city centre, where there are also connections to long distance routes – if you really want to leave 
the city. S1 trains (green line) depart every 10 minutes between 6.00 and 23.00 h and at 20-minute 
intervals at other times. Together with other rapid transit trains, underground, buses or ferries in the 
HVV transport association, they take you to any destination in or around Hamburg. You can go to 
Altona station too on the same line. From Hamburg to airport at Ohlsdorf station, the first three cars 
(in the direction of travel) run to the airport, the last three cars go to Poppenbüttel.
Tickets: You can travel from the central railway station to the airport for as little as 2.75 €. Needless 
to say, 9 am Day Ticket 5.40 €, All-Day Ticket 6.50 €, Groupticket (5 ppl) 8,95 € (2009 fare).

From the Hamburg station (HH) to Itzehoe station (IZ):
Every hour the trains drive from station Hamburg to the railroad station Itzehoe. From here you´re 
able to drive with the shuttle service to the festival area in Wacken. Take R70 or S3 to Pinneberg or 
Elmshorn and than R60, transit time is around 1h00. Train R70 pass also by Altona station. There’s 
less stops between HH and Altona on R70 than on S1. Single ticket is 11.90 €.  No booking for 
regional train on DB site, tickets available at ATM or at booths.
